Should you move or otherwise need to transport your D 3020, this is by
far the safest container in which to do so.

QUICK SETUP
This simple guide will help you get started with your D 3020.

Place the D 3020 on a firm, level surface. Do not place the unit on a soft
surface like a carpet.

Make all the connections to your D 3020 with the unit unplugged from
the mains power source. It is also advisable to power down or unplug all
associated components while making or breaking any signal or AC power
connections.
