Placement guidelines

disconnect from the speaker.

¢ Place the speaker’s back near but not directly against a wall. Bass response
decreases as the speaker is moved away from a wall.

Using a cable to connect an audio device

You can connect the audio output of a smartphone, tablet, computer or other type
of audio device to the AUX connector. The AUX connector accepts a 3.5 mm

stereo cable plug (not provided).
1. Using a 3.5 mm stereo cable, connect your device to the AUX connector on
the speaker.

2. Press () on the speaker.
The AUX indicator glows.

3. Play music on the audio device.

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Operating on Battery Power

Checking the battery
A fully charged battery provides approximately seven hours of use at maximum
volume. The rate of battery discharge varies with the volume setting.

To check the battery charge level, press and hold (1) while observing the battery
indicator [==k. You hear remaining battery percentage.

Auto off setting

The speaker powers off after 30 minutes of inactivity (no sound coming from the
speaker) while operating on battery power.
