When streaming, it allows for the combination of streamer and amplifier to act as one, whilst enjoying the benefits
of component devices with separate chassis and power supplies.

The control cable is supplied in the box with the ARCAM ST5.
Complete the following steps to enable this feature:

Ensure power is disconnected from the Streamer and Amplifier.

Connect either an analogue or digital audio connection from the output of the ST5 to an input of the ARCAM
amplifier.

Connect the control cable from the ST5 CONTROL socket to the CONTROL socket on the ARCAM amplifier.
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Power on both ST5 and ARCAM amplifier.

In the ST5 settings menu, change the Volume Output option to EXTERNAL.

In the ST5 settings menu, change the Output Type to Analogue or Digital (DIG CORE) to match the audio
connection type used.

In the ARCAM amplifier, change the Streamer Input option in the System Settings menu to match the input
that you have connected the ST5 into.
